Re:  Response to Comments on FEIR Haystack Landing Project

Dear Mayor Torliatt and Councilmembers:

In your October 14, 2008 letter to the Sonoma County Planning Commission, you stated
that the City Council had reviewed the proposal for relocation of the Dutra asphalt
production and recycling facility to the Haystack Landing site and had “generally
expressed its support for the Dutra operation and its economic value to the south county”
and “supports the recycling of asphalt as a sustainable, green building element,” subject
to seven proposed Mitigation Measures and Conditions of Approval.

The Mitigation Measures and Conditions of Approval proposed in your letter — among
many others — were fully addressed and implemented by the final EIR and Conditions of
Approval that the Planning Commission recommended for approval by the Board of
Supervisors. Your October 14, 2008 letter urged the Planning Commission to “reach a
recommendation to the Board of Supervisors that will allow the Dutra asphalt plant to
operate,” subject to such Mitigation Measures and Conditions of Approval. We were
therefore surprised by your February 2, 2009 letter urging the Supervisors to “deny this
proposal in its current form.”

We recognize that, as acknowledged in your letter and despite nearly five years of
environmental review and numerous opportunities for comment, the project has been the
subject of recent opposition. However, the recent opposition is based on false and
misleading information and does not support the disapproval of this project, which is not
only important economically to the region, but will also improve gateway aesthetics and
be fully protective of health, safety and the environment.

We request reconsideration of the position urging disapproval of the project, as stated in
your February 2, 2009 letter, and we would like to take this opportunity to address each
of the issues presented in your letter:
